In the aftermath of the fire at the West Side Bazaar on Grant Street, Amy Nagy, a
former Sinatra & Company Real Estate vice president, got the space on WEDI’s
radar. Two of the restaurants (Abyssinia and Nile River) and two of the retail
businesses (The Asian Boutique and Flavia’s Business) from the old West Side
Bazaar are moving to the Downtown Bazaar along with two new food businesses
from off the WEDI waiting list. These two new businesses were chosen from a
waiting list of close to 150.
